MÓD and our budding set dancing community are extremely excited for this all-sets
céilí. The various corners of our dance community have been hard at work at building
more proficiency in a repertoire of core set dances. This event is not a teaching event
but more closely aligns with the social setting more common experienced in the
tradition. While some dances will be called, others will not. For this reason, we're
inviting experienced set dancers to participate while encouraging those with general
interested in set dancing or traditional music to come and watch the sets and listen to
the amazingly virtuosic accordion playing of John Whelan with backing from Teresa
Baker and Ryan Johnson.

For those of you not familiar with the set dance form, these dances are related to our
American square dance tradition and originate as social dances of the French court
that made their way to the big houses in Ireland via Anglo-Norman dance masters.
Their forms were nativized and had percussive footwork added, referred to as
battering, making them the most popular form of social dance leading up to Irish
independence before the synthesis of now more widely popular céilí dancing.
